Winemaking Notes: 	This wine is the result of stringent selection both in the vineyard and the cellar. The wine was partially barrel fermented to enhance the aroma, while other components were allowed to have extended skin contact to build the structure and sweetness of the palate. Maturation in second and third use oak for 17 months has contributed structure whilst allowing the fruit to remain the driving force of the wine

Background Information:   Merlot is the major grape variety grown in Bordeaux, France. Typically the wines have warmth and length, with good persistence of flavour. Long tannins contribute to the fruit sweetness of the wine, without adding excessive astringency.
